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3. West Hills Residents Oppose Housing Development

Several West Hills residents are opposing a proposed development of 45 detached
residential units on individual lots on a 12.4-acre parcel near the corner of Broome Road
and Middlebrook Pike.

The proposal for “The Cove in West Hills” was postponed from the January meeting of
the Metropolitan Planning Commission (MPC) and is slated to be heard again at the
February MPC meeting that begins at 1:30 p.m. this Thursday, Feb. 8, in the Large
Assembly Room of the City County Building, 400 Main St.

The new sub-division would have a single outlet to Broome Road, which West Hills
residents contend already has a severe traffic problem, especially after the addition of
other recent developments.

“Broome Road is a very narrow road, without a shoulder on much of it, hills and curves
the entire length and is not capable of handling safely the traffic it already has, not to
mention the additional traffic of 30 more homes,” one resident declared in an email to
the MPC commissioners. Also mentioned in various emails were concerns about storm
water runoff and higher density compared to other parts of West Hills.

The parcel is zoned for planned residential. MPC staff is recommending approval of a
concept plan and use on review subject to 12 conditions. For more, see the details on
this agenda item.

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5. Board of Zoning Appeals Meets Next Week

Just four properties are on the agenda for next week’s meeting of the Board of Zoning
Appeals (BZA).

Established by city ordinance, BZA hears appeals of denials of building permits by the
city's Building Inspections Department. The board, consisting of five citizens appointed
by the Mayor, meets at 4 p.m. on the third Thursday of each month in the Small
Assembly Room of the City County Building.

BZA meets next Thursday, Feb. 15. The properties at 3207 South Haven Road and
1221 N. Central St. will come up under old business. The new business items are 2917
Tazewell Pike and 221 E. Oklahoma Ave.

Keep up with how the BZA might impact your neighborhood. Watch for the signs
indicating that there is a pending decision on a particular piece of property. Most signs
are for Metropolitan Planning Commission issues --- which are also important --- but
signs with the word “variance” are BZA items.

The BZA agenda is posted on the city website. Browse to www.knoxvilletn.gov/boards
and click on Board of Zoning Appeals. The agenda is posted no later than the Monday
prior to the BZA meeting each month.
