1. Twodogs maximum perone (1) human owner. Each
dog must have a completed registration form
before gaining entry into special event.

2. Alldogs mustbe current ontheirvacdnations:

* DPP(Distemper, Parvovirus and Parainfluenze):1
or 3+year vaccinerequired

* Bordetella: 6 months or 1yearvaccine required

* Rabies:10r3yearvacdnerequired

* Yourvetcansupply youwiththeneeded forms.

3. All Petsmust bespayedor neutered. Female dogs
“inseason’ are not allowed into event.

4. Yourdog may be released from their leash upon
entering the pod deck area, following registration. Pets
must be leashed when out of water, with exception of
designated ‘“PLAY” area.

5. No childrenunderthe age of 16 are allowed without
direct adult supervision.

6. Your dog must remain under your controlat all imes.
Know your dog's personality. If he/sheis acting
aggressively, or overly affectionate, please calm himjher
down before ureashing. Iif your dog maintainsan
aggressive andfor overly affectionate demeanor, owner
and dog will be escorted from the event.

7. Pleasebesureyourdoghasbeenexposedto
swimming. Some dogs swimwell, some don't. If
not, he/shemay becomeafraidor aggressive.

8 Ownersmust appropriatelydispose of their dog’s
fecal matterin designated areasthat are
provided. Be courteous to otherguests and clean
up your dog’s “accidents.

9. Pleasehelpyourdog intoandoutofthe pool.
Lifeguards will beon handifyouorthey need
assistance.

10. Donotbring dogsthat have health conditions that
may endangerthemselves or others.

11. Humansarenot allowedinthepool.

12. Outside foodordrinks(petorhuman)arenot
allowedin thepoolarea
